Tuesday, September 20, 2011 

 
• Meeting called to order at 7:30pm. Meeting adjourned at 9:05 pm 
• Introduction of new officers for this year – Becky Wolfkil, Vice President – membership , and Becky 

Johnson, VP - newsletter 
• Minutes – The minutes from the May 10, 2011, meeting were approved as distributed and read at the meeting.
• Treasurer – our treasurer was not at the meeting due to a death in the family so we are not able to approve the 

budget that was proposed at the May meeting.  As an FYI the budget runs from June 1 – May 31.  Our total 
budget income for FY 11 is $21,278.20.  Our biggest expense is the printing of the newsletter which is $1,863 
and postage/mailing is $1,384.   

• Membership – Membership year ends August 31.   We have 850 households including Gunnel  Estates.   A 
second mailing produced an additional 75 members bringing our total for this year to 257 memberships, 4 
households short of last year.  Total income for dues is $5,002.   To date this membership year we have 40 
members bringing our income to $400 with an additional $200 in donations.  Benefits of membership are the 
BBHCA.org website that has information pertinent to issues that affect the neighborhood, i.e., cell tower, 
warehouse; enews updates that provide breaking events, alerts; and BBHCA provides a voice with the county.

• Neighborhood Watch – reminder to lock your houses and your cars, know who lives on your street and be 
alert.  Rash of break-ins in immediate area – East, West Springfield, Bailey’s Crossroads - but not in our 
neighborhood.  Let police know of any incidents and your neighborhood watch chair.   Non-emergency 
number is 703-691-2131. 

• Land Use – Three properties came before the Land Use Committee – Comfort Inn to change cell towers on 
roof by adding height and screening.   The committee recommended approval.   Three properties on Oakwood 
rezone from industrial institution (II) to moderate industrial (I4).  I4 carries usage, i.e., storage, maintenance, 
sewage treatment centers.  County limited usage, minimal change, granted 10’ right of way.   The committee 
recommended approval.  Request for ice skating rink at end of Oakwood.   Over the summer several meetings 
took place with developer and attorneys.   As of the last meeting owner has not filed any papers with the 
county.   A committee was set up to work with the owner of the property. 

• New  Business – Franconia and Brookland Road people are “blocking the box” and you can’t turn left from 
Brookland onto Franconia.   President asked that the issue be sent to her in an email and she will follow-up 
with Supv. Jeff McKay’s office to get their advice. 

• Guest speaker – David Gill, representative for Ring Management Services.   Spoke to us about the proposed 
ice skating rink on Oakwood – 10.56 acres.   Six acres developed, 4 acres undeveloped.  Access only via 
Oakwood Road.   Includes  140,000 sq ft of office,  no alcohol sales.  Two storm water ponds currently on 
property.  The structure is about 50’ from the homes in Gunnel Estates that back up to proposed ice skating 
rink.  Meetings have taken place with Gunnel Estates – put one of the storm ponds underground, make the 
building single story, place entrance in the middle, minimize parking, more architect and less visible to 
Gunnel Estates homes.  Goal is to file an application by end of this year.  Remaining questions  include the 
cutting down of trees, what are the hours, what is being done with Oakwood Road, maximum capacity of the 
facility and parking, noise assessment and can the building be closer to the beltway.

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   Zoning and Land Use by Carol Alim 
SEPTEMBER MEETING - Comfort Inn, Van Dorn Street  (Recommended for approval 20-0-1) 
This application was both a 2232 request for communication towers and for a special exception to add height to the building in order to support additional 
towers on the roof for AT&T and Verizon.  The special exception was needed because the height of the new towers exceed the limit current set for this site, 
 Along with adding additional towers, which will be screened, existing towers will be removed.  These are the older models that look somewhat like TV 
antennas. 
Staff also recommend approval of both the 2232 application and the special exception requests. 
Planning Commission Hearing was scheduled for September 21, 2011 however, I have not yet found reference to this in the minutes. 
5220 Oakwood Road (RZ 2011-LE-007 - Recommended for approval 19-2-0) 
George Tsentas requested rezoning of this parcel from Industrial Institutional (I-I) to Industrial 4 (I-4) in order to continue operating a contracting business at 
this site.  Mr. Tsentas has a painting business that was shut down for zoning violations since his business is not allowed with the I-I zoning; I-4 zoning 
designation is the lowest intensity zoning that permits this use. 
Proffers were submitted that restrict the use to a contractor’s office, use existing building and parking, will be able to make no modifications to the the site, and 
will provide a 10-foot dedication to the widening of Oakwood Road.  These proffers apply to the parcel and would be binding on a subsequent owner of this 
parcel. 
Staff recommended approval.   
At the Plan Commission meeting on 13 October, the Commission set a public hearing for this applciaton on 27 October 2011.  
Bell Group General Partnership (RZ 2011-LE-020 - Recommended for approval 19-2-0) 
This is an application to rezone the properties at 5512-5516 Oakwood Road from I-I to I-4 in order to keep .  
Proffers were submitted that restrict the use to a contractor’s office, use existing building and parking, will be able to make no modifications to the the site, and 
will provide a dedication to the widening of Oakwood Road.  These proffers apply to the parcel and would be binding on a subsequent owner of this parcel. 
Staff recommended approval.   
At the Plan Commission meeting on 13 October, the Commission set a public hearing for this applciaton on 27 October 2011. 
OCTOBER MEETING - Loisdale 24 LLC (Recommended for approval 18-0-0) 
This application is to rezone 24 acres on Loisdale Road from R-1 to C-3 in order to build two office buildings, referred to as the Belvoir Corporate Campus.   
The developer plans to develop approximately 15 acres of the site and plan to develop to Leed Silver requirements.  
Staff report recommends approval. 
At the Plan Commission meeting on 13 October, the Commission set a public hearing for this applciaton on 20 October 2011. 
OTHER ITEMS -Ice Rink on Oakwood;  The work group to be made up of representatives from Gunnell Estates (most of the group), BBHCA (2) and a 
representative from Overly has not yet met. At this time, the first meeting has not yet been scheduled.
