Land Use:
    October Meeting:  Report on the Hilltop Development, nothing new from them.

    November Meeting:  Springfield Mall


They are moving it to the full committee for discussion.  Currently, it is zoned commercial, and they want to enhance the mall, provide office space, residential, hotel, restaurants.


Recommended a Comprehensive Plan Amendment to allow the residential development, which the Committee unanimously approved; it now needs to go to the Board of Supervisors.
The traffic plan needs to be submitted to the state, and appears to have received approval on the second try. Next is getting the zoning change. Buildings will be no higher than 14 degrees line of sight from the nearby neighborhoods.

Notable changes:

· County Police substation size has been tripled.

· Replaced security force, added new lights and cameras to improve security

· Crime rate as Springfield Mall and Fair Oaks mall is now comparable.

· Renovations inside the mall have already started, currently primarily focused on infrastructure, will be opening up the inside of the mall.

· Plans include a new North/South road through the site, to be built as other developments occur, new turn lanes, better intersection alignments, 2 extra lanes on Loisdale Rd, a Supermarket, Gym, new tenants in the mall, residential along Springdale Rd, improving green space (raise to 22% from current 8% with a dog park, green roofs, bike trails)
· County has asked them to look into improvements related to BRAC as well.
